              Vocabulary – Family Support Grant (FSG)
Adaptive Equipment:      A wide array of devices that provide safety, independence and/ or proper positioning to facilitate motor performance.  Adaptive equipment may include seating inserts and positioning devices, such as sidelyers & prone standers.
Authorized Representative:  A responsible individual designated by the grant participant or their legal representative to act on their behalf.

Consumer Directed:  Programs in which the recipient or their legal representative, determine goals and select services/goods to meet their needs; manage the services; monitor for health/safety, as well as provide financial management.

Consumer Support Grant (CSG):  Cash payments made to participants with functional limitations that need supports and services in order to remain at home.  Serves as an alternative to some home care services available through ‘straight’ M.A. This cash grant program was established to promote increased consumer independence along with accountability to select goods, services and supports.  The use of informal and community supports is encouraged, as well as access to culturally appropriate care.

Customary & Reasonable Rates:  Market based fees that fall within a common or usual range for similar services/supports.

Dependencies:     A function for which a person requires support or is contingent upon another for completion.

Department of Human Services (DHS):  The state of Minnesota’s department that provides health care, economic assistance, and other services for persons who do not have the resources to meet their basic needs.
Family Support Grant (FSG): A cash grant program to families that offsets the higher-than-average expenses that are directly related to their child’s disabilities in maintaining them at home.
Recipients of FSG must be awarded this grant before applying for Consumer Support Grant (CSG).
Formal Caregiver:   A paid caregiver, who is paid by a licensed agency.
MA Home Care:  Medical and health-related services and assistance provided to people in their home.  It can be used to provide short-term care for people moving from a hospital or nursing home back to their home, or it can be used to provide continuing care to people with ongoing needs.  
Personal Care Attendant (PCA):  A person who provides assistance with activities of daily living, instrumental activities of daily living and health related functions.
Support Plan:  A planning document in which the participant indicates how the grant monies will be spent, including the specific proposed item(s), along with an explanation of how the item relates to the child’s disability.  A cost estimate is attached to each item and a grant total is included at the end of the plan.  This signed plan is reviewed, approved & becomes part of the case file. 
Tax Equity and Fiscal Responsibility Act (TEFRA):  A program that provides MA eligibility to some children with disabilities living with their families, who ordinarily wouldn’t be eligible for MA because of parental income.
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
